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The Ktunaxa Nation Council (KNQ last winter informed the
Regional District of East Kootenay (RDEK) that it is opposed to the
Jumbo Glacier Resort QGR) project being handed back to the
provincial government for zoning under the Resort Municipality
Act.

Noting that it has concerns with the resort's master plan, the
Ktunaxa Lands and Resources Council (KLRC), the First Nations
lands and resources governing body, wrote to the regional
government to state it believes JGR's master plan is "incomplete
and misleading" and as a result any public review process would be
"premature."

KLRC chair Jim Whitehead explained in a March 2 letter to the
RDEK that his committee believes the master plan is incomplete
because the proponent "did not meet a number of conditions
outlined in the Environmental Assessment (EA) certification" and
"the document itself (specifically the First Nations section) includes
almost no reference to the Ktunaxa Nation, which we view as
misleading and offensive."

He did not outline what EA certificate conditions have not been
met.

JGR has received support from the Shuswap First Nation, now no
longer a member of the KNC, but the KNC, which includes the
Akis'nuk First Nation (formerly the Columbia Lake First Nation),
has stated opposition to the proposed four season ski resort project.

JGR vice president Grant Costello March, 3 confirmed that the
resorts master development plan is still being put together.
